1) Decision on the Retaining Wall at St. Michael Church, Ripley
a) Redi Rock, Allen Rock and Poured Wall
b) Civil Solutions, Smith Construction have been contacted. Redi
Rock would be best.
i)  Civil Solutions need an answer by the end of the week.
Estimate for Allen Block ~100k, Redi rock ~130k, Poured
Wall ~160k -price does not include permits.
ii)  Not sure about Smith Construction’s price.
c) Parish Council consents to going with Civil Solutions and Redi
rock. A deliberative vote was taken with 8 ayes and 1 nay.
2) Expansion of St. Michael School, Ripley
a) There is a strong possibility that a High School will be launched
for St. Michael School in the school year of 2026-2027. The
Archdiocese has been contacted in regards to this and in favor of
it.
3) Combining of Religion Classes for Fall 2025
a) We plan to combine into two locations for our Religious
Education classes for Fall 2025. This will help us combine our
resources better. The two locations will be at St. George and St.
Patrick. The bulletin states the following in regards to staffing:
“With the restructuring in the southern parishes in our Sacred
Heart Family, we are looking to hire a person or persons who
would assist the parishes in the following areas: Coordinating
Religious Education & Youth Programs, Church related functions
including, but not limited to: Sacramental Preparation, Ministry
to Nursing Homes, and the Homebound, Social Events &
FundRaising”.

i) Three appraisals have been done. An inspection was
recently accomplished. We are awaiting word from the
Glenmary Home Missioners to see if they are willing to
make an offer that we would present to the Archdiocese
or not. Fr. Cordonnier has been advised that the
Archdiocese presbyteral council and finance councils will
not consent to a sale for less than market value. Two of
the three appraisals for the property are $125,000.00. The
other appraisal was far more than those two. We
continue to maintain the property.
